Guidelines

· Official letter of recommendation (no more than two pages) for basis of nomination.
· A fully completed nomination form including questions addressing the services, efforts and achievements of the nominee.

· Other supporting documentation to substantiate character of the nominee (letters of recommendation, testimonials, newsletters, articles, photographs and brochures).

· If accessible, provide a curriculum vitae or biographical profile highlighting the nominee’s qualifications.

· Incomplete or faxed nominations will not be accepted. All nominations will become the official property of the AGD.
· Nominations received after the deadline will be considered for the subsequent year.  
Humanitarian Award—recognizes an individual dentist who demonstrates humanitarianism, through contributions of voluntary service, leadership in areas of civic involvement, and the delivery of quality dental care.

Eligibility
· Nominations may only be submitted by an active AGD member. 

· Nominee must be an active member in good standing within the organization.

· Individuals who hold a position on the Board of Trustees are not eligible for nomination.
· Award will not be given to the same individual more than once; therefore, past recipients are not eligible.
Criteria
· Is the nominee an exemplary member of the dental profession and of his or her community?

· Has the nominee sacrificed his or her own interests in order to serve the public?

· In general, the humanitarian should possess the following traits: (kind, compassionate, concerned, thoughtful, sensitive, charitable, helpful, devoted, dedicated, attentive, unselfish, progressive, service-oriented, efficient, professional, and dedicated to excellence).
· Does the nominee exhibit a sense of responsibility toward the well being of mankind?

· How does the nominee bring honor to the dental profession through his or her accomplishments?
